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S-77

• One foot of rainfall over already 

wet Okeechobee and Kissimmee 

basins will lead to an approximate 

four-foot rise in Lake Okeechobee  

• On a day-to-day basis, 

evaporation/transpiration can 

remove more water than releases
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• Allows operational flexibility for public health and safety 
and authorized project purposes

• Provides for use of long-term, low-volume releases to the 
estuaries (“Base Flow” releases)

• Includes SFWMD Water Shortage Management Plan

• Provides releases to be used by SFWMD to store on 
SFWMD lands
